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EU-Russia Year of Science 2014 —
12 Months of Excellence and Cooperation in Science, Higher
Education and Innovation

On 25 — 27 November 2013, Russia and Europe

launched their bilateral EU-Russia Year of Science

with a three-day series of events in Moscow, in

the presence of the Russian Minister of Education

and Science, Dmitry Livanoy, and the European
Commissioner for Research, Innovation and
Science, Maire Geoghegan-Quinn.

The Year of Science marked a new stage of
cooperation and coincided with the parallel
start of the new EU Framework Programme
for Research and Innovation Horizon 2020
and the new Russian Federal Targeted
Programme “Research & Development in
Priority Areas of Development of the Russian
Scientific & Technological Complex 2014-
2020". Both programmes share the goal
of increasing economic competitiveness
by supporting forward-looking exploratory
science and innovative market-oriented re-
search. The EU-Russia Agreement on Science
and Technology Cooperation was renewed in
February 2014 for another five-year term and
serves as a solid basis for cooperative activities

The purpose of the Year of Science was to
showcase the multifaceted nature of cooperation
between Russia and Europe in science, technolo-
gy, higher education and innovation, to accentuate
past achievements and to point towards future
collaboration opportunities. The EU-funded
BILAT-RUS-Advanced project, whose objec-
tive is to facilitate science-, technology- and
innovation cooperation between Russia and the
EU, was selected to provide the Secretariat of the
EU-Russia Year of Science.

With more than 150 joint European-Russian
events having taken place all over Europe and
Russia throughout the year, the Year of Science
has succeeded to highlight the diversity and
richness of links in research, innovation and higher
education between the EU, its Member States and
the Russian Federation. These events have provid-
ed an opportunity for individual researchers, enter-
prises, laboratories, research and higher education
institutions to present their scientific achieve-
ments as well as to submit their ideas for future
projects to a broader public. As a result, many new
long-term arrangements between European and
Russian researchers have been established, prom-
ising a bright future for cooperation between the
EU and Russia in the areas of science, technology,
higher education and innovation.

This booklet provides a chronology of the events
which have taken place as part of the EU-Russia
Year of Science, and with its selection of some
(but by no means all!) of its highlights tries to
give a flavor of the vibrancy and dynamism which
made the Year such a success.

Scientific cooperation between the European
Union, its Member States and the Russian
Federation has been a story of remarkable
achievements. A story which will be continued
beyond the EU-Russia Year of Science 2014. We
wish all EU and Russian scientific partners a sus-
tainable and fruitful cooperation in the future.

Schauff, AEB CEO, and provided AEB mem-

bers with a unique opportunity to get first-hand
information on the EU's research and innovation

programme Horizon 2020. Special focus was
made on the opportunities for companies operat-
ing in Russia to participate in Horizon 2020 and in
its projects.

In addition, Commissioner Geoghegan-Quinn
presented the goals of the EU-Russia Year of
Science 2014 and talked about the role of the
State in public-private partnerships in research
and development.

“Towards a Vision for EU-Russia Science, Technology and

Innovation Cooperation”

The participants took stock of EU-Russia cooper-
ation in science, technology and innovation and
mapped out areas of future collaboration. The
richness and strategic importance of EU-Russia
scientific cooperation was the leitmotiv of the
discussions. The EU and Russia are longstanding
scientific partners who closely interact at the poli-
cy, institutional, programme, project and personal
levels, both in the bilateral (EU member states)
and multilateral context. Over the last decade, the
EU and Russia have put in place a comprehensive
framework for cooperation in these areas and
have supported several successful initiatives, such
as joint calls for research proposals on issues of
mutual interest. The proposed priority areas of fu-
ture S&T cooperation between the EU and Russia
which were outlined at the conference are briefly
summarised below.

First of all, it was pointed out that the EU and
Russia complement each other in scientific terms
because of their different, yet mutually reinforc-
ing and mutually inspiring scientific traditions

and approaches. Such complementarity can,

for example, be observed at the level of unique
scientific installations which are currently be-

ing developed and operated both in the EU and
Russia. Complementary initiatives, such as FAIR
(Facility for Antiproton and lon Research) and
NICA (Nuclotron-based lon Collider Facility) create
important opportunities for staff exchanges and
knowledge-sharing. Russia has been actively
investing in the development of research infra-
structure facilities in the EU and, in turn, has
opened Russia's ‘megascience’ facilities for the
participation of EU member states, both upstream
and downstream. In this context the key param-
eters and specific mechanisms of a more open
mutual access regime to such installations should
be further explored by the partners.

Common challenges that arise in an increasingly
globalised and complex world, such as environ-
mental threats, natural disasters, pandemics,

demographic problems, and future scarcities of
vital natural resources, can only be tackled jointly
by the EU and Russia as well as other countries
as part of a concerted international scientific
collaboration effort. Identifying solutions to these
problems requires multidisciplinary thinking and
the input of the social sciences and the humani-
ties. The social sciences and humanities play an
important role — they are needed to understand
and make acceptable the societal implications of
scientific and technological progress and more
specifically to jointly reflect on Europe's identity,
cultural diversity and political changes, as well as
on Europe’s global role.

EU-Russia scientific collaboration has increasingly
been driven by the principles of mutual openness
and shared responsibility. Major research fund-
ing mechanisms, such as the R&D Framework
Programmes on the EU side and the Federal
Targeted R&D Programmes on the Russian side,
are open for the participation of Russian and
European researchers respectively. In addition,
funding can be provided as part of European
Research Council (ERC) grants for Russian scien-
tists and under the Russian ‘megagrant’ competi-
tions for European researchers. Multilateral and bi-
lateral joint co-funded calls for research proposals
in common priority areas have shown the possibil-
ities of bridging the existing funding programmes
in the EU and Russia. However, beyond these
established schemes, flexible dedicated funding
mechanisms are needed to support cooperation
between EU and Russian scientific organisations
on a more systematic basis and especially to find
ways to fund Russia’s participation in Horizon
2020. Next to that information about the existing
cooperation possibilities should be actively and
broadly circulated among all potentially interested
players.

The EU and Russia have committed to developing
a Common Space in Research and Education, in-
cluding Cultural Aspects. At the project level, R&D

mitigate the risk of brain drain. In this spirit, any
future cooperation initiatives should include both
research and education/training elements. More
broadly, at the policy level, both the EU and Russia
should aim to create a more conducive environ-
ment for collaborative research joint education

programmes by facilitating practical matters, such
as visa free travel for students and scientists or
eased purchase and import-export of scientific
materials and equipment.

To a large extent the discussions at the confer-
ence echoed the ERA.Net RUS Vision Paper which
sets out a comprehensive overview of the pro-
posed priority areas for future EU-Russia coopera-
tion in science, technology and innovation.

German-Russian Science Talk

The German House of Research and Innovation
(DWIH) in Moscow invited German and Russian
rectors to a conference in St. Petersburg on
December 9™, 2013. A delegation of the German
Rectors’ Conference (HRK), headed by its
President Prof. Dr. Horst Hippler, took part in this
meeting. The DWIH Moscow was represented by
its director, Dr. Gregor Berghorn, also Head of the
Branch Office of the German Academic Exchange
Service (DAAD) in Moscow, the German Research
Foundation (DFG), the Helmholtz Association of
German Research Centres (HGF) and the repre-
sentative of the liaison office of Freie Universitat
Berlin in Russia.

The rectors’ meeting was organized in cooperation
with the "Association of the Leading Universities
of Russia". Invited by its chairman, the rector of
the State University of St. Petersburg, Prof. Dr.
Nikolay M. Kropachev. The meeting took place at
his university.

The consultations focused on current develop-
ments of the Russian and German higher educa-
tion sector and research system and their effects
on the scientific cooperation between the two
countries. Special attention was paid to the mobil-
ity of students and young researchers as well as
to the development of joint degree programs. In
this context the procedures of mutual recognition
of academic qualifications were discussed, which

are of great importance not only for the bilateral
German-Russian cooperation, but also for collabo-
ration across the European Higher Education Area
(Bologna process).

The principal meeting on December 9, 2013 has
already been the sixth high-level science talk or-
ganized by the DWIH Moscow since 2010. In 2013
it was attended by numerous rectors from various
German Universities: Duisburg-Essen, Erlangen-
Nuremberg, Technical University Berlin, University
of Freiberg / TU Bergakademie Freiberg, University
of Business and Law of Berlin, University of
Applied Sciences Brandenburg.

The "Association of the Leading Universities of
Russia“ was represented by rectors from Saint
Petersburg, Kazan and Rostov-on-Don. The
Ministry of Education and Research, Moscow, was
also represented in this conference.

The EU-Russia Year of Science 2014 NRC “Kurchatov Institute”

NRC “Kurchatov Institute” took an active part in
events within the EU-Russia Year of Science. One
of the highest priority and promising areas of
cooperation between Russia and Europe is joint
fundamental research at major international mega
facilities. Therefore, one of the key sections of the
International Programme of the Year of Science
was devoted to the development of Megascience,
i.e. research at large facilities. These are extremely
sophisticated facilities; just a few countries can
afford to construct, fi nance and operate such
facilities. International cooperation is vital here.

The 2 International Conference on Research
Infrastructure was held in Athens in April this year.
It was attended by over 2000 people from differ-
ent countries. Mikhail Rychev, special represent-
ative of the National Research Center “Kurchatov
Institute” for international projects, took part in
the Conference on behalf of the NRC “Kurchatov
Institute” and made a presentation on participa-
tion of the Centre in development of Megascience
projects.

NRC “Kurchatov Institute” takes part in the imple-
mentation of relevant international projects in the
European Union, and carries out scientific super-
vision of some of them, on behalf of the Russian
Federation Government. Among these projects
are the European X-ray Free Electron Laser (XFEL,
Hamburg, Germany), the European Organization
for Nuclear Research (CERN, Switzerland,
France), the construction and operation of the
European Facility for Antiproton and lon Research
(FAIR, Darmstadt, Germany), the International
Thermonuclear Experimental Reactor (ITER,
Cadarache, France), and the Russian-Italian pro-
ject for building an IGNITOR tokamak (IGNITOR,
Russia).

Besides, the work is currently underway to
establish an International Center for Neutron
Research around the PIK reactor (PINP of NRC
“Kurchatov Institute”, Gatchina). The project of the
International Center for Neutron Research on the
basis of the PIK High-flux Research Reactor focus-
es on fundamental and applied research in various
areas of science and technology.

NRC “Kurchatov Institute” initiated and man-

ages development of a project for building the
fourth-generation dedicated synchrotron radi-
ation source (DSRS-4) in Russia. The project is
based on the Centre's experience of building and
operating the only dedicated synchrotron radia-
tion source on the territory of the former USSR
which, in particular, allowed Russia to fully join the
International Community of Synchrotron Radiation
Centers this year.

The ratifcation of the European Synchrotron
Radiation Facility (ESRF) Membership Agreement
by the Russian Federation in Grenoble, France

on June 23, 2014 became the central event of

the Year of Science. According to the order of the
RF Government, NRC “Kurchatov Institute” shall
represent Russia in the ESRF Council and act as

a scientific supervisor for Russia’s participation in
this project. By joining the ESRF, Russia gets direct
access to all experimental facilities and intellectual
property of the European Synchrotron Radiation
Facility.

The Gulf of Finland Year 2014 project brings to-
gether researchers, representatives of government
agencies and members of the public from Finland,
Estonia and Russia, with the aim of protecting

the Gulf of Finland as a healthy and safe living
environment.

Extensive collaboration between the three coun-
tries is crucial to ensure the sustainable use of the
Gulf of Finland region.

As part of the Gulf of Finland Year, researchers
from the three countries will produce a detailed
analysis of the state of the Gulf of Finland's marine
ecosystem. The research covers five key areas, on
which detailed information is required for political
decision-making.

1. Bio-and geodiversity: monitoring and
protection of the Gulf of Finland's bio- and
geodiversity are essential for the sustainable,
harmonious development and preservation of
the region’s ecosystem.

2. Ecosystem health and pollution: hazardous
substances, mainly heavy metals and insec-
ticides, pose a serious threat to the health of
the marine environment and, consequently,
to human health and well-being as well.

This is why the volumes of these hazardous
substances and their distribution need to be
analysed.

3. Fish and fisheries: research in fish stocks is
required to ensure sustainable, balanced fi
shing in the Gulf of Finland.

4. Maritime safety: heavy maritime traffic in
the Gulf of Finland requires a comprehensive
safety and accident-prevention system to
be created, taking into account the difficult
winter conditions.

5. Maritime spatial planning: the Baltic Sea’s
ecology is heavily influenced by human
activities. The Gulf of Finland region requires
a general maritime spatial plan, which takes
into account the national interests of the
participating countries on matters concerning
energy, fisheries and shipping.

A wide monitoring system network, the use of
databases and identical measurement methods
are an integral part of this research project. In
addition, there are general themes touching every
aspect of the research programme, i.e. eutrophica-
tionand the impact of climate change.

The five strands of the project will help the coun-
tries comply with national and international legis-
lation, as well as with international nature conser-
vation conventions. The results of the research in
all the key areas will help guarantee sustainable
development of the Gulf of Finland region now and
in the future.

“‘Space as a Source of Life”

The press-conference was the occasion to
communicate a series of new discoveries that
indicate a possible road to unveil the origin of life.
Such discoveries are the result of the joint work
of two groups of scientists respectively Italian
and Russian. By identifying the phenomenon

Life with reproducible interaction of genetic and
metabolic cycles which give rise to hypercycles of
organization (birth) and de-organization (death) of
chemical information, it was discovered that such
processes take place spontaneously in presence
of inorganic catalysts. The most active and effi-
cient catalysts are materials coming from Space
(meteorites). Such innovative chemical syntheses
will become extremely numerous and productive,
if one exposes one’s sample to Cosmic Rays:

on earth cosmic radiation was simulated by the

Heavy lon beams accelerated by Dubna Nuclotron.

This is a strong indication of the probable ex-
tra-terrestrial origin of Life in the interplanetary
space of the solar system.

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What next? Theoretical an Experimental Physics after the Discovery
of the Brout-Englert-Higgs Boson EU-Russia-JINR Round Table

This event was organized by the Italian Embassy
in the Russian Federation in collaboration with
the Joint Institute of Nuclear Research (JINR) in
Dubna. 70-80 leading scientists from Russia, Italy
and other European countries including France,
Germany and Belgium in particular participated.

The long awaited detection of the Brout-Englert-
Higgs boson is a milestone of Physics in the new
Millennium. Many physicists and engineers from
all over the world working at CERN, the European
Mega scientific infrastructure, contributed to this
experimental discovery, which completes the theo-
retical fabrics of the Standard Model. The Russian
and JINR contribution to CERN activities and
successes is very large and crucial. The organic
agreement between CERN and JINR also conveys
relevant contributions from others of its Member
Countries. The Italian contributions to CERN
successes is also very important and conspicu-
ous. For these reasons it was quite timely in view
of the EU — Russia Year of Science, that the yearly
Round Table event “Italy-Russia@Dubna” would
be devoted to discuss the perspective of both
experimental and theoretical physics after the
assessment of the Brout-Englert-Higgs milestone.
The goals of the meeting were both to assess the
historical significance of this epochal discovery
and to explore in a wide overview “What next".

At the opening session of this conference the
Russian Vice Minister of Education and Science
Lyudmila Ogorodova was present as well as

Dr. Richard Burger, representing the European
Delegation in Moscow, in addition to official rep-
resentatives of the Italian Embassy in the Russian
Federation.

This was the occasion for a public debate on vari-
ous issues concerning the participation of Russian
institutes and individual scientists in Horizon 2020
EU Projects. Some possible actions and agree-
ments for the creation of new research networks
were examined and will be further discussed in the
next event taking place in Trieste from the 3 to
the 7t of November 2014,

The 27t united Russian exposition at CeBIT-2014
was presented as part of the Russia—EU 2014
Year of Science, a year of activities and initiatives
that aim to promote cooperation between Russia
and the EU in science, university education, and
innovations.

The activities related to the organization of the
Russian exposition at CeBIT-2014 were carried
out, by the International Union of Instrument and
ICT Engineers under the auspices of the Russian
Ministry for Education and Science.

‘Dynamics of Game Animals Populations in Northern Europe”

As part of the EU — Russia Year of Science 2014
agenda, IB KarRC RAS jointly with the Finnish
Game and Fisheries Research Institute (RKTL)
and the Svanhovd Environmental Centre, Norway
organized the 6" International Symposium
‘Dynamics of Game Animals Populations in
Northern Europe” with financial support provided
by the Russian Foundation for Basic Research,
the Barents Secretariat, the Black Rocks Hunting
Farm and the international projects KA518 and
KA529 funded by the EU, Russia and Finland. The
symposium took place in the village of Kirkkolahti,
Republic of Karelia on March 31 — April 4.

The symposium gathered 114 researchers and
employees of 55 scientific, R&D and educational

wildlife species and management of their gene
pools, development of remote sensing methods.

Issues of concern were discussed at roundta-
bles: “Migrations and stopovers of Anseriformes”,
“Invasive species and their role in autochtho-
nous ecosystems’, “Genetic studies of game
animal populations”, “Role of the Green Belt of
Fennoscandia and borderlands in the conser-
vation and restoration of renewable biological
resources in the European North". A side event in
the symposium was a session on the international
project KA529 “IntellGreenBelt”.

The event was supported by the Association of
Geological Organizations (AGO) and Russian
Geological Society (RosGeo) and sponsored by
Shell (General Sponsor), Total, BeicipFranlab,
Repsol, Gazprom Neft, Chevron and PGS. It was
the largest geology and geophysics conference
held in Russia this year. And it stands to reason
why this important event became part of the EU-
Russia Year of Science 2014.

The conference was framed by a number of well
attended workshops and short courses, dealing
with the hot topics — new data from the Barents
Sea, seismic exploration and monitoring, geome-
chanics, and lithofacies modeling. The confer-
ence was held in 17 oral sessions and 7 poster
sessions.

With this year, the biannual conference made a
significant step forward in reaching the best inter-
national standards which the EAGE is known for.
On one hand, the event gained improved quality by
using a new venue, with a compact exhibition and
high quality booths, central to the lecture halls and
enabling an intensive exchange of ideas amongst
the conference participants.

On the other hand, the quality of the speeches
has clearly reached a new level. Not only that the
majority of speakers prepared their presentations
in English — which made it easier for foreign par-
ticipants to follow the talks. But also the contents
covered a lot of very interesting topics at a high
technical level.

More than 30 leading geology and geophysics
companies showcased their products and servic-
es at the Saint Petersburg 2014 exhibition occupy-
ing the area of 500 square metres. The exhibitors
received a large attention from the visiting indus-
try scientists, engineers, young professionals and
students. Among the most prominent expositions
were CGG, Bashneftegeofizika, ION Geophysical
and Sercel booths. The CGG stand was the most
popular among visitors with its original presenta-
tions and special promotion activities.

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International Scientific Conference

“Translation and Culture: Interaction and Interdependence”

From 9™ to 111 April 2014, Vologda State
University, Nizhny Novgorod State Linguistic
University named after N. A Dobrolyubov and the
Institute of Foreign Languages at Ruhr University
Bochum (Germany) held an international scien-
tific conference entitled "Translation and Culture:
Interaction and Interdependence”. The conference
was held as part of the EU-Russia Year of Science
2014, the Russian-German Year of the Russian
and German Languages and of the Year of Culture.
Members of Vologda's and Nizhny Novgorod's
regional divisions of the Union of Translators of
Russia (UTR) were actively involved in organising
and staging the conference.

This was the first time, making it therefore a
unique experience for the representatives of the
various institutions of higher education and the
two divisions of the UTR in joining efforts to stage
this event. It can definitely be stated that the event
was a success. The conference's participants not
only received an opportunity to discuss the results
of their research, but they also took in the atmos-
phere of this ancient Russian city and the general
warm and friendly ambience.

The conference's participants also focused on
issues concerning the training of translators and
teaching translation. These issues were examined
not only in separate lectures, devoted, in particu-

lar, to the training of translators at the Institute of
Foreign Languages at Ruhr University Bochum (Dr
Leo Weschmann), the use of terminology maps in
the cultural training of translators (L.A. Borisova,
Candidate of Philological Sciences, Voronezh
University), and teaching future translators to
carry out information and linguistic searches (M.A.
Kunilovskaya, Candidate of Philological Sciences,
Tyumen University), but also in a specially organ-
ised round table discussion entitled “Problems
with training translators”.

I.V. Zubanova emphasised the need to teach
students how to receive information. The same
notion was also echoed in the lecture given by O.V.
Petrova: “The main task is to teach students how
to extract information using various means, to pro-
cess it and provide it in a new format.” M.A. Zagot
urged colleagues to tell students as much as they
can about what is happening in the translation
services market and about the requirements being
imposed on translators. M.A. Kunilovskaya talked
about the particular aspects of the interaction be-
tween translators and employers, referring to the
experience of graduates from Tyumen University.
M.S. Dobrodeyeva, a translator for the European
Union's Representation in the Russian Federation,
stressed the need to teach students the specific
aspects of diplomatic language, and to develop
their skills in carrying out ad hoc translation. The
participants shared the view that this kind of
conference should be made a regular fixture in
Vologda. Everyone agreed to gather again to enjoy
the hospitality offered by Vologda in April 2016

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Russian-French Dialogue on Science and Education

As part of the EU-Russia Year of Science, the
Russian-French applied science conference
entitled “Development and implementation of
research projects involving international youth
research teams” was held on 10" April at the
Maison de la Chimie institute in Paris.

The event was organised by the Ministry of
Education and Science of the Russian Federation
with the support of the French Embassy in Russia,
the Russian Embassy in France and the Russian
Science and Culture Centre in Paris.

The welcome address to the participants was
made by Boris Zhelezov, deputy director of the
International Department of the Ministry of
Education and Science of the Russian Federation.
In his speech, he mentioned a number of devel-
opments: the new legislative initiatives aimed

at attracting foreign scientists to work at scien-
tific and educational institutions in Russia, the
mechanisms for acknowledging joint degrees,
new opportunities for network programmes, the
main priorities in forecasting the development
of science and education by 2030, as well as the
interaction with European partners as part of the
“Horizon 2020" and “Research and Development
by 2020" programmes.

The representative of the Russian Science and
Culture Centre in Paris, Inna Merkulova, focused

in particular on the work of the Forum of rectors
from the universities specialising in humanities
and arts, on the publishing projects entitled “Why
study Russian” and “Studying in Russia’, and

on the selection programme for young French
scientists.

The participants in this conference conducted a
dialogue discussing issues concerning the fund-
ing of scientific projects involving international
youth research teams. Recently, the Ministry of
Education and Science of the Russian Federation
and the Russian Science Fund have substantially
increased the funding for research in Russia's
higher education institutions. With this in mind,

it is extremely important for students, post-grad-
uates and young scientists to participate in joint
international scientific projects. When submitting
applications for grants, young scientists must defi-
nitely be included in the team, which significantly
increases the chances of obtaining funding.

In the closing speeches, the participants men-
tioned the importance of carrying out joint scien-
tific initiatives.

Luzin Readings — 2014"

On April 10 = 12, 2014 the 7" international scien-
tific and practical conference “The North and the
Arctic in the New World Development Paradigm.
Luzin Readings — 2014" (Apatity, Murmansk
region) took place. The conference established
since 2001, was organized by the Luzin Institute
for Economic Studies and the Kola Science
Centre of the Russian Academy of Sciences. The
conference co-organizers were the Branch of St.
Petersburg State Economic University in Apatity,
the Government of the Murmansk region and the
research organization “Nordic Centre for Spatial
Development (“Nordregio”)" at the Nordic Council
of Ministers (Sweden).

In the presentations at the plenary sessions’
speeches and discussions the conference partici-
pants noted that under the present conditions the
importance of the North and the Arctic as a zone
of Russia's strategic interests is growing. This

is determined by the unique geopolitical, natural
resource and socio-economic potential of the
macro-region.

Summing up the domestic and global tendencies
of evolving the theory and practice of development
as well as economic activities in the North and the
Arctic, the conference participants identified the
need for further scientific justification. Also, the
practical implementation of the transition to the
new development paradigm of the Russian North
and Arctic as well as territorial management came
into view. The essence of the first one in transition
from “resource” to “human-oriented” paradigm of
developing northern and arctic regions of Russia
aimed at sustainable socio-ecological-economic
development, population retention and “settling” of
the North and the Arctic. The essence of the new
paradigm of territorial management is in transition
from competition for resources to partnership

and collaboration of the parties participating and
interested in territorial and inter-territorial develop-
ment, coordinated elaboration of strategic mana-
gerial solutions. Implementation of the indicated
conceptual changes in the regional policy will help
to overcome challenges of the crisis phenomena
in development of regions of the Russian North
and the Arctic as the most important condition for
implementation of the national interests of Russia
and strengthening its positions in the global
geo-economic space.

British-Russian Workshop under the British Council Researcher
Links scheme “Mathematical and Computational Modelling in

Cardiovascular Problems”

16 British and about 30 Russian researchers took
part in the Workshop. The participants delivered
lectures in the area of cardiovascular mathemati-
cal and numerical modelling. Besides the research
talks, some presentations were devoted to re-
search opportunities in Russia and UK in this area,
funding opportunities in the UK and the Russian
Federation. In addition to that career opportunities
for young researchers were explored. In total, near-
ly 50 presentations have been given. The lectures
initiated multiple discussions continued during
coffee breaks, lunches, and the dinner.

A number of initial collaborations have been es-
tablished between researchers of both countries.
Several mutual grant applications are planned. A
relevant proposal “Coronary blood flow remodeling
by enhanced external counter-pulsation” inspired
by the talks and discussions is under preparation
for the Royal Society International Exchanges
Scheme. The Moscow Institute of Physics and
Technology offered internship positions in 2014
for post-graduates from British universities who
participated in the workshop. Two post-graduates
accepted the invitation.

The workshop programme and selected presen-
tations are displayed on the Website at
http://dodo.inm.ras.ru/russia-britain. Special pub-
lications are planned based on presentations in

the “International Journal for Numerical Methods
in Biomedical Engineering” and the “Russian
Journal of Numerical Analysis and Mathematical
Modelling".

The workshop certainly helped the young re-
searchers to establish useful links, to understand
available funding and career opportunities. It has
provided opportunities to help upcoming research-
ers to get suitable research position and research
funding.

The workshop contributed to intensify the devel-
opment of mathematical and engineering and bi-
omedical modelling of the cardiovascular system.
In the long-term, it will hopefully help to transform
the modelling into clinical practice and ultimately
decrease the death rate caused by cardiovascular
diseases.

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German-Russian Session at the International BioForum 2014 —
Successful Networking of Young Scientists

Every year, the Pushchino Scientific Center of the
Russian Academy of Sciences (RAS) — one of
the leading Russian Research Centers in Biology
and Chemistry —invites Young Scientists and
Researchers to the School Conference “Biology —
the Science of the 21 century” to Pushchino
(Moscow Region). This year the event was or-
ganized under the auspices of the International
BioForum 2014.

Scientific and Industrial Forum “Great Rivers 2014"
(environmental, hydrometeorological, energy se-
curity) was held at the Nizhny Novgorod Exhibition
Centre.

The main theme of the Forum's scientific con-
gress was “Sustainable development of the re-
gions in the basins of the great rivers. International
and inter-regional cooperation and partnership.”
The Forum'’s scientific congress is traditionally or-
ganised by the Nizhny Novgorod State University
of Architecture and Civil Engineering. The con-
gress opened on 13" May in the Ceremonial

Hall of the Main Pavilion of the Nizhny Novgorod
Exhibition Centre. The programme for the Forum's
scientific congress included 12 sections, 3 semi-
nars, 6 conferences, including a student scientific
conference, and 7 round table discussions. During
the congress more than 800 lectures were given.
The issues examined included ecological and
hydrometeorological security, an assessment

of the state and protection of water resources,

training in the area of sustainable development,
and international and inter-regional cooperation on
sustainable development. The participants at the
Forum's scientific congress highlighted the par-
amount importance of ensuring the sustainable
development of the territories in the river basins,
of using water resources efficiently, as well as of
devising comprehensive, inter-disciplinary, scien-
tifically based practical solutions. They also rated
very highly the content of the Forum's scientific
congress, the presentations made at it and the
discussions held. A final resolution was passed by
the participants on the basis of the results of the
Forum, which will be sent to federal and regional
government agencies and to scientific and educa-
tional organisations.

8th International Forum
“From Science to Business”

The event was attended by more than 200 experts
from different fields of education, science, busi-
ness and public administration. In the course of
the work, discussions took place about developing
cooperation between higher education and busi-
ness, the role of development institutions in the
global innovation process, and ways of establish-
ing a socially-focused economy.

Opening the plenary session, Nikolai Toivonen,
adviser to the Deputy Minister for Education and
Science of the Russian Federation, noted the
importance of the event in supporting the search
for ways to develop institutes of higher education
as part of the implementation of the "5 in 100"
programme. Aleksei Knyazev, Deputy Governor
for science and education and innovation policy
in Tomsk province, said that he saw students as
serious investors in the regional economy whose
actions would promote growth in many different
flelds: from investment projects providing stu-
dents with affordable accommodation to organis-
ing leisure activities.

One of the subjects under discussion at the forum
has traditionally been the question of the transfer
of technology. An expert from the department

of private and financial sector development at
the World Bank (Europe and Central Asia region),
Peter Lindholm, identified a number of problems
affecting the successful outcome of projects

and commercialisation processes in Russia. The
co-founder of Tech Coast Angels, the largest net-
work of business angels in the USA, John Morris
and the Head of the Innovation Department at
ITMO University, Nina Yanykina, also noted that
the concept of business angels was underdevel-
oped in Russia.

After discussing the existing difficulties, the par-
ticipants in the forum turned to some successful
examples of the creation of a supportive environ-
ment for innovation and business. For example, in
the last few years 39 small innovative companies
have been set up at ITMO University and six basic
postgraduate professorships in partnership with
companies in St Petersburg.

For the first time in the history of the forum, the
agenda included the subject of social enterprise,
one that is undoubtedly of interest to charitable
funds, volunteers and young specialists attempt-
ing to introduce socially relevant development

in Russia. The participants noted that one of

the serious problems of our times is the lack of
government support, as a result of which growth
in this sector in Russia could stagnate for the next
10 years. However, Russian universities are en-
deavouring to support student social projects and
help to make them profitable by creating a strong
innovative infrastructure.

Summing up the conclusions of the forum, the
experts remarked on some positive trends in
cooperation between the business and scientif-
ic-educational communities. They put forward
the suggestion that next year the focus should be
on presentations by representatives of business
and also that similar events should be organised
in other regions of Russia, where there is a need
to facilitate a dialogue between universities and
entrepreneurs.

The workshop was organized jointly by the
National Research University — Higher School of
Economics (HSE) and the Centre for Innovation
and Technology of North Rhine-Westphalia
(ZENIT, Germany) in the framework of the EU

7" RTD Framework Programme BILAT-RUS-
Advanced project (“Enhancing the Bilateral S&T
Partnership with the Russian Federation”, http://
www.bilat-rus.eu).

Workshop participants included representatives

of European and Russian Technology Platforms
(RTPs and ETPs), Ministry of Education and
Science of the Russian Federation, Ministry for
Economic Development of the Russian Federation,
the Delegation of the European Union to the
Russian Federation, the Russian Foundation for
Technological Development, and other key actors
in the field of innovation in Russia and in the
European Union.

The plenary session of the workshop was devot-
ed to S&T and innovation policy in Russia and in
the European Union, with special emphasis on
the role of Technology Platforms and tools and
measures for sustainable EU-Russia cooperation
in the realm of innovation. The floor was then
given to representatives of European and Russian
Technology Platforms, whose presentations
allowed the audience not only to familiarize itself
with their activities but also to learn about their
experience and expectations from international
cooperation. Workshop participants were then
invited to take part in a moderated discussion

on opportunities and challenges of cooperation
between Russian and European Technology
Platforms. As a result of this interactive session,
a number of benefits and risks of cooperation
between Russian and European Technology
Platforms were identified and further steps to

strengthen future collaboration were planned.
Potential areas of cooperation identified include
organisation of joint events, establishment of a
web-based forum for mutual exchange between
ETPs and RTPs, elaboration of collaboration top-
ics, preparation of joint proposals under Horizon
2020 calls or RF Federal Targeted Programme
‘Research and Development in Priority Areas of
Russia’s Scientific and Technological Complex
2014-2020", et al.

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3" Franco-Russian Forum on Agricultural Training and Science

On 20" and 21t May 2014, the Moscow
Timiryazev Agricultural Academy hosted the third
Franco-Russian Forum on Agricultural Training
and Science. This event was officially opened by
the Deputy Minister of Agriculture of the Russian
Federation Aleksandr Petrikov, and by the French
ambassador in Russia Jean-Maurice Ripert.

The conference was attended by a large number
of participants. This included 11 higher educa-
tion institutions from France, represented by
vice-principals for international relations and by
researchers, 26 Russian universities, represented
by principals and vice-principals for international
relations, one higher education institution from
Belarus, as well as two representatives from the
French Department of Agriculture and numerous
Russian technical institutes.

This joint conference, which is already the third in
the series, set itself the following two objectives:

Firstly, to provide academics and experts working
in the same areas of research — development of
rural areas, eco-engineering, biotechnologies, food
safety and others — with the opportunity to meet;

Secondly, to arrange as many meetings as
possible between higher education institutions in
Russia and France, as well as between institutions
and companies, offering them the chance to devel-
op cooperation in the area of funding academic
mobility programmes and joint scientific research
(student and scientific exchange programmes,
joint degree programmes, support for the teaching
of French, launch of scholarship programmes and
new European programmes, such as Erasmus+,
Knowledge Alliances, Capacity Building etc.).

Therefore, proceedings at the Third Franco-
Russian Forum on agricultural training and
science were focused in particular on establishing
and strengthening contacts with French compa-
nies represented in Russia that are interested in

cooperating with students at agricultural educa-
tion institutions in Russia as trainees or future
employees. There were discussions in particular
about the possibility of schemes for arranging
co-financing of projects, with the support of the
French Embassy in Russia. These proposals were
addressed in particular to companies involved in
dairy production (Bongrain, Danone, Lactalis), ce-
real production (Soufflet, Maisadour), vegetables
(Bonduelle) and agricultural technology (Kuhn).

Thanks to these meetings, the institutions suc-
cessfully laid the foundations for new cooperation
agreements on a bilateral basis or as part of the
Erasmus+ network. Some of these agreements
may be converted, in the future, into agreements
for joint degree programmes. Some of the new,
interested partners include those higher education
institutions in France which are already cooperat-
ing with Russia (Schools of Agricultural Studies in
Angers and Dijon, to name a few), and universities
which are only beginning their acquaintance with
Russian academia (AgroParisTech, Montpellier
School of Agricultural Studies and others).

During the round table discussion about the
development of rural territories, the subject of
educational programmes for developing tourism
in rural areas was raised. This included educa-
tional programmes for farmers and managers,
and university programmes (cooperation projects

During the scientific part, the potential for Franco-
Russian scientific cooperation was discussed,
both on a bilateral basis or based on multilateral
European cooperation. One of the most current
issues nowadays is cooperation on the use of IT in
the operational processing of numerous agricul-
tural indicators (temperature, level of precipitation,
soil composition etc.).

The participants were greatly interested in bilateral
meetings, with 65 meetings being held between
universities and companies and more than 50
meetings between French and Russian higher
education institutions.

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German-Russian Networking in Environmental Sciences —

Young Scientists Conference

Renewable Energy, Biotechnology and
Nanotechnology are major topics in the scientific
cooperation between Germany and Russia. The
dynamic shifts in the international scientific com-
munity within the last few years demand a strong
support of Young Academics. To face these needs
Tomsk Polytechnic University (TPU) and East-
West-Science Centre (QOWW?Z) at Kassel University
organised a special interdisciplinary conference
for young scientists from both countries. From
May 20™ till May 22" TPU invited the German
delegation of young scientists to Tomsk (Russia)
and hosted the event within its facilities. The main
objective of the conference was to bring together
young and senior scientists from different kind of
working fields but interlinked to an environmental
background. This unusual constellation enabled
different points of view on research problems and
therefore generated a fruitful matrix for interdisci-
plinary networking with a focus on knowledge and
skills in specialized areas along with cross-cultural
scientific discussion. About 200 participants
(speakers, poster presenters and listeners) were
registered at the conference.

Orientation lectures in the fields of Renewable
Energy, Biotechnology and Nanotechnology
concluded the general part of the event. PhD-
Students and Post-Docs from Kassel University,
Furtwangen University and Fraunhofer Institute
for Wind Energy and Energy System Technology
(IWES) presented their current research work
and discussed with young scientists from
Tomsk Polytechnic University and other Russian
Universities (Institute of Strength Physics and
Materials Science SB RAS, Technical Institute
(branch) of the North-Eastern Federal University,
Yakutia and others) perspectives of cooperation.

In addition to the regular sessions special tours
and visits to laboratories and research facilities
of TPU were provided to the German participants
giving the opportunity for personal and individual
talks.

The conference and the travel of the German
delegation were supported by the German
Federal Ministry of Education and Research and
the German House for Research and Innovation,
Moscow.

TPU, OWWZ and the participants agreed on the
success of this first interdisciplinary conference
approach and plan to install this kind of confer-

ence as an annual event.

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Workshop “Basic science for education and environmental
management” in the frames of the German-Russian research project
‘Ulrich-Schiewer-Laboratory for Experimental Aquatic Ecology”

(USELab)

The workshop “Basic science for education and
environmental management” was organized by
the team of the German-Russian research project
“Ulrich-Schiewer-Laboratory for Experimental
Aquatic Ecology” (USELab) on May 21, 2014, at
the University of Rostock (Germany) in the frames
of the EU-Russia Year of Science. More than 30
participants of the workshop represented the part-
ner institutions of the USELab project in Germany
(Institute for Biosciences, University of Rostock,
Leibnitz-Institute for Baltic Sea Research in
Warnemiinde) and Russia (Institute of Cytology of
the Russian Academy of Sciences and Zoological
Institute of the Russian Academy of Sciences in
St. Petersburg), as well as guest scientists, stu-
dents and environmental managers interested in
the results of this cooperation.

The USELab project (http://www.oekologie.
uni-rostock.de/forschung/uselab) is one of the few
successfully running German-Russian research
laboratories supported by the IB/BMBF. In the
frames of the project, basic research is carried out
in Aquatic Ecology, Environmental Science and
Education. The USELab members were the first

to (a) reveal chaos in a plankton community in a
long-term mesocosm experiment, (b) discover the
excitingly high microbial diversity in the brack-
ish-water of the Baltic Sea and (c) propose a new
scientific concept which underpins substantial
biodiversity paradigm shifts. At the workshop, the
recent achievements of the following investiga-
tions were presented and discussed: biodiversity
and eutrophication of the Baltic Sea; theoretical re-
search and experimental studies of ecological and
physiological adaptations of model aquatic spe-
cies to stressful environment; long-term studies of
aquatic communities in the laboratory experiment
with mesocosms, distant-learning module for
biodiversity investigations of the natural communi-
ties in the Baltic Sea. Special attention was paid to
the development and application of novel methods
of molecular and cell biology in ecological studies,
e.g. investigations of ion channels and stress

proteins in unicellular organisms and use of the
unique method of secondary ion mass-spectrome-
try at nano-scale (Nano-SIMS). Thorough analysis
and fruitful discussions of those newest achieve-
ments allowed highlighting the most challenging
research areas. The latter will be addressed by the
USELab-project team in the future studies aimed
at strengthening cooperation for the facilitated
application of new basic findings in the investiga-
tions of aquatic ecosystems, using the innovative
teaching technologies for the improvement of the
Environmental Science education at the universi-
ties and the advanced professional training for the
environmental monitoring, water quality assess-
ment and management.

Forum of applied science in the areas of

tribology and chemmotology

From 2 until 4 of June, the Forum of applied
science in the areas of tribology and chemmotolo-
gy took place in Austria. The forum was organized
by the representatives of the Rossotrudnichestvo
along with the Austrian scientific community of tri-
bology. The forum takes place annually in Russia
and Austria alternatively.

Tribology and chemmotology represent a thriving
trend of scientific research in which Russia and
Austria have significant experience. The main
intent of the forum is to familiarize the scientific
achievements of the associate countries, to pop-
ularize the accomplishments of Russian science
in the respective fields and to make the working
associates between the research structures more
concrete.

The Russian participants were acquainted with
the workings of the scientific research centre in
Wiener Neustadt in addition to the Leobersdorfer
engineering works (LMF). There appropriately
themed seminars were held by expert groups with
relevant fields of interest.

As part of the forum, a round table discussed the
topic of “Cooperation of the Russian and Austrian
scientific research institutes in the area of tribolo-
gy and chemmotology” in the Russian Centre for
Science and Culture in Vienna. In this meeting the
participants presented and lively discussed cur-
rent issues on tribological and chemmotological

accomplishments in manufacturing. In the trade
agency of the Russian Federation the participants
of the forum had the opportunity to become
acquainted with the recently opened (in March
2014) regional centre. Here they offer support for
innovative projects in the interest of the dual sided
contact.

In the Mining and Metallurgy University of Leoben,
Austrian scientists presented an introduction to
the inner workings of the primary Austrian cluster
“Ecoplus”, aiming at the joint developments of
innovative projects. The substantial outcome

of the forum was the official visit of the presi-
dent of the Russian Federation to the Austrian
Republic on the 24™ June 2014 and the signing

of the Agreement of partnership between the
Gubkin Russian State University of Oil and Gas,
the International Institute of Innovation Transfer
and the Austrian company Leobersdorfer engi-
neering works (Leobersdorfer Maschinenfabrik
GmbH). The involved had reached the agree-
ment to develop the cooperation through the
Centre of Innovation Support as part of the Trade
Representation of the Russian Federation in
Austria and the Russian Culture Institute.

One of the first steps towards the realization of the
signed agreement was the summer academy for
the students of Gubkin Russian State University of
Oil and Gas in Moscow.

In addition to the two above mentioned themes,
the first seminar day included a session, which
discussed the impact of higher education on the
local and global economies and the role of univer-
sities in overcoming economic recession.

On the second day, the seminar focused on stra-
tegic partnerships. The speakers of the session
discussed forming, managing, communication

and evaluation of strategic partnerships between
universities. The session provided the audience
with concrete elements of successful strategic
partnerships between universities.

At the end of the second seminar day, there was
a panel discussion on the achievements and
benefits of EU-Russia educational projects. The
panelists discussed the makings of successful
European Russian educational projects and the
achievements received from the projects. The
feedback received was very positive like in 2013,
too, and the organizers received acknowledge-
ments from both speakers and participants.

5th Interdisciplinary Conference of the Council of Young Scientists
of the Ural Branch of the Russian Academy of Sciences

On 3 — 5 June 2014, the 5" Interdisciplinary
Conference of the Council of Young Scientists

of the Ural Branch of the Russian Academy of

The International Conference “Meeting future
research needs on infectious diseases of animals
and zoonoses: A global foresight initiative” was
the closing of a series of foresights to harmonize
Russian and European programs for the control
and mitigation of infectious animal diseases.
During the conference the results of European,
American and pan-Asian foresight research

in the field of infectious animal diseases and
zoonoses were consolidated and systematized.

Report on the conferences held in 2014 by the Institute of Physiology
of Natural Adaptations, Ural Branch, Russian Academy of Sciences

From 18 to 22 June 2014, a conference was held
in Arkhangelsk, entitled "Reserve adaptation pos-
sibilities and compensatory reactions of people
working in the Arctic”. The conference was organ-
ised by the Ural Branch of the Russian Academy
of Sciences, the Institute of Physiology of Natural
Adaptations, Ural Branch, Russian Academy of
Sciences and the Arkhangelsk branch of the
Pavlov Physiological Society.

The conference was attended by 181 participants
from 13 cities in Russia and Finland.

The latest information was presented about the
role of an extracellular pool containing a variety
of components (receptors, ligands, immunoglob-
ulins, cytokines, catecholamines, lipoproteins,
hormones) in the processes of adaptation, the
development of compensatory reactions and reg-
ulation of homeostasis. The solution proposed by
the conference for tackling the issue of systemic,
multi-profile, environmental and social regenera-
tion of the North is to create identical multi-profile
expedition teams, which will work in rotation
across the Russian Federation’s Arctic territory.

Russian-French round table “On fundamental research in the
framework of international associated laboratories and international
research networks: record, stakes, foresight”

The Russian Foundation for Basic Research
(RFBR) and the National Centre for Scientific
Research (CNRS) of France provide significant
support to international collaboration of Russian
and French teams working in the field of basic re-
search. This support is expressed not only in fund-
ing of specific joint projects, but also in creation of
favorable conditions for training of young profes-
sionals and high-level researchers within interna-
tional research units: the International Associated
Laboratories (IAL) and the International Research
Networks (IRN). The formation of IAL and IRN
occurs on a competitive basis, allowing a selection
of scientific consortia in Russia and France which
are leading in a specific area and having comple-
mentary expertise and equipment. It should be
noted that Russia has joint labs (IAL&IRN) with 42
different countries, but the volume of exchanges
with France largely surpasses similar exchanges
with other countries.

The Russian-French round table was held on
June 18, 2014, at the Kuban State University,
Krasnodar with financial support of RFBR. As well,
the Kurnakov Institute of General and Inorganic
Chemistry RAS and the Moscow Bureau of CNRS
participated in the organization of the event. This
event was held in the framework of the EU-Russia
Year of Science.

The conference was attended by Russian and
French scientists representing the majority of the
nineteen French-Russian IAL and IRN existing
today. The geography of the scientific cooper-

ation is quite extensive. In Russia, it includes
Moscow, Saint Petersburg, Dubna, Novosibirsk,
Tomsk, Krasnoyarsk, Krasnodar and other cities;
in France, Paris, Montpellier, Toulouse, Le Havre,
Bordeaux and others. Topics of joint researches
are diverse as well. They involve some branches
of mathematics and computer science, physics,
chemistry, biology, geography, medicine, arche-
ology, anthropology, history, and other topics of
humanities and social sciences.

Representatives of RFBR, Mr. VV.V. Kvardakoy,
deputy chairman of the RFBR Board, and Mr. A.N.
Sharov, Head of International Relations Office, of
RFH (Mrs. Y.V. Smirnov), CNRS (Mr. M. Tararine),
as well as researchers of IAL and IRN made
speeches at the conference. The feature of the
conference was that the focus was rather not on
the scientific achievements of the teams (which,
of course, is the main goal of international coop-
eration), but on the analysis of mechanisms of
research support by Russian and French partner
organizations, primarily by the RFBR and RFH in
Russia and CNRS in France. Special attention was
given to the mechanisms for involving the youth
in the international scientific process and the
methods for keeping talented young scientists in
the research field.

European Open Science Forum

The EuroScience Open Forum “Science builds
bridges” (ESOF) was held in Copenhagen on June,
21 — 26,2014, It is one of the major events in

the world of science within EU and is an inter-
disciplinary platform for showcasing the latest
innovations and promotion of the public debate on
science and technology. The forum gathered over
4.5 thsd visitors; scientists, policymakers, entre-
preneurs and journalists.

One of the seminars focused on cooperation

in science and technology between the EU and
Russia. Patrick Vittet Philippe, an Expert of the
Department of Research and Innovation of the
European Commission stressed the importance of
the implementation of joint research and devel-
opment. He mentioned Russia as the most active
non-EU country among the participants of the two
previous framework programs. Russia surpassed
the United States and China by the number of
projects supported. The EU has allocated about 31
min. euro on the implementation of joint projects

with Russia. Patrick Vittet Philippe expressed his
hope for further successful cooperation, which will
improve both the scientific interaction and the re-
lationship between Russia and the EU as a whole.

According to Patrick Vittet Philippe, there are a
few challenges in research cooperation between
Russia and the EU:

transition from basic research to innovation;
protection of the rights of intellectual property;
administrative and customs barriers;

different research priorities

The Russian scientif ¢ community wasrepre-
sented by the Executive Director of thelnternation-
al Center for Innovation in ScienceTechnology and
Education Irina RudolfovnaKuklina, Vice-rector
for Academic andInternational Affairs of Tomsk
PolytechnicUniversity Alexander Chuchalin. They
stressed theimportance of the scientif ¢ coopera-
tion betweenRussia and the EU.

International Symposium on Robot Technology RoManSy 2014

(Robot Manipulation Systems)

The International Scientific Symposium on

the Theory and Practice of Robot Technology
Systems RoManSy 2014 (Robot Manipulation
Systems) was held for the first time in Russia on
2314 = 26" June 2014. This symposium marked
the 20th anniversary of the event, which is
sponsored by the International Federation for the
Promotion of Mechanism and Machine Science
(IFToMM). This organisation was founded in 1969
on the initiative of the member of the Institute of
Mechanical Engineering, Academy of Sciences of
the USSR, L.I. Artobolevsky, who was subsequently
elected president of the association twice. The
current President of the IFToMM is Professor Y.
Nakamura (Japan).

Leading experts from Russia, USA, Japan, South
Korea, Singapore, China, Turkey, Kazakhstan,
Serbia, Poland, Germany, France, UK, Italy,
Belgium, Greece, Canada, Bulgaria, Vietnam and
Brazil took part in the symposium’s proceedings.

One of the highlights worthy of mention is the
work on humanoid robots at Waseda University
(Japan), led by Professor A. Takanishi. Prof. Y.
Nakamura presented the latest developments
from Tokyo State University. Prof. I-Ming Chen
(Singapore) presented the latest results on mobile
robots. Prof. B. Ross (Stanford University, USA)
delivered the plenary address on the history and
development trends in modern robot technology.
The works produced by the symposium have been

published by Springer. The total number of partic-
ipants at the symposium, including authors of the
lectures and invited guests, was around 250. As
part of the symposium, a session of the Technical
Committee of the IFToMM on robot technology
mechatronics was held, chaired by the commit-
tee's president Professor I-Ming Chen (Singapore).

During the symposium'’s proceedings, the par-
ticipants visited the memorial study of academi-
cian I. I. Artobolevsky, which is preserved in the
Institute of Mechanical Engineering. In addition,
the guests were also shown a collection of unique
parallel structure robots, designed and manufac-
tured in the Institute of Mechanical Engineering.
Participants showed a particular interest in the
robot model designed for carrying out surgical
operations, as well as in a modular technological
robot model. The data is currently being used to
continue the research and also to teach post-grad-
uates and students, with a sub-department RK-9
Computer Systems for Manufacture Automation
having been set up in the Department of Machine
Mechanics and Management at the Bauman
Moscow State Technical University.

The 14" International Conference on Molecule-
Based Magnets (ICMM-2014) was held from 5

to 10 July 2014 in Saint-Petersburg (Russia). It is
a major international forum that coordinates all
researches in the field of molecular magnetism —
from creation to the practical use of this class of
magneto active compounds.

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26" joint German-Russian seminar on electron-cyclotron resonance

heating and gyrotrons

The 26™ joint German-Russian seminar on
electron-cyclotron resonance heating and gyro-
trons was held from July 22 to July 30, 2014 at
the Institute of Applied Physics of the Russian
Academy of Sciences, Nizhny Novgorod. It
continues a series of joint conferences on the
development and experimental study of gyrotrons
and their use in controlled nuclear fusion facili-
ties. Traditionally, the seminar was attended by
representatives of the IAP RAS, NRC “Kurchatov
Institute”, the State University of Nizhny Novgorod,
GYCOM Ltd,, research centers and universities

of Germany — Karlsruhe, Stuttgart, Garching and
Greifswald. In 2014, the seminar was held within
the framework of the EU-Russia Year of Science
and was partially funded by RFBR grant No.14-02-
20120. Such a long history and continued rele-
vance of the event is due to the fact that the IAP
RAS and KIT are the leading institutions in Russia
and Europe, respectively, on the development of
gyrotrons for electron resonance plasma heating
and current control in the international TOKAMAK
ITER. The latest results in the field of gyrotron
development were presented, including high-fre-
guency devices for spectroscopy and diagnostics
of various media, technological gyrotron facilities
for microwave processing of materials, as well

as summary reports covering the history of joint
activities on Wendelstein stellarators. The seminar
was attended by 12 German representatives and

more than 50 Russian scientists. According to the
results of the seminar, a document defining the
cooperation plans for the next year was signed
and it was decided to hold the next traditional
seminar in Greifswald, Germany.

On 11™ September 2014, the Hungarian Cultural,
Scientific and Information Centre in Moscow in
the course of the EU—Russia Year of Science

held the conference “Regional Development in
Central Europe and Russia. Territorial Disparities
of Science and Innovation”. The conference was
organised by the Institute of Regional Studies, the
Centre for Economic and Regional Studies, the
Hungarian Academy of Sciences (Pécs); and the
Institute of Economics and Industrial Engineering
of the Siberian Branch of the Russian Academy of
Sciences (IEIE SB RAS, Novosibirsk).

‘Actual problems of Molecular Acoustics and Thermophysics”

The 4" International Conference “"Current prob-
lems of Molecular Acoustics and Thermophysics”
was held on September 15 — 17,2014 in Kursk
State University within the program of the Year of
Science EU-Russia 2014. The conference program
comprised the results of studies evaluated in
Russia, Germany, Poland and Ukraine.

The head of the research group of Statistical
Physics and Non-Linear Dynamics at the Institute
of Physics of Humboldt-University Berlin, Prof.

Dr. Igor M. Sokolov, held the opening lecture. The
theme was connected with one of the hottest top-
ics of the modern nanoscience, structure forma-
tion in monomolecular films (water and ethanol, in
the presented case) covered by graphene. Another
plenary lecture presented by the participant

from Humboldt-University Berlin and Potsdam
University, Prof. Dr. Alexey V. Chechkin, reviewed
modern problems of anomalous diffusion.

Several talks presented results of the collaborative
projects between researchers from Kursk State
University and the European Union. One of them

is done in cooperation with University of Silesia in
Katowice: the experiments carried out in Poland
and their theoretical interpretation evaluated in
Russia on thermodynamical properties of bro-
mosubstituted hydrocarbons. These substances
are important for the pharmaceutical organic
synthesis.

Another project on intermolecular interactions in
liquids is leading to anassociates’ formation and
is one of the key research topics of the Laboratory
of Molecular Acoustics at the Research Center
for Condensed Matter Physics at Kursk State
University. The recent progress of the research
was obtained due to the collaboration with Ulm
University (Germany).

It should be pointed out that the new cooperation
agreement between Kursk State University and
the University of Silesia in Katowice was signed
during the conference. It officially supports the
collaboration for years to come between scien-
tists from the Institute of Chemistry (University
of Silesia in Katowice) and the Research Center
for Condensed Matter Physics (Kursk State
University) in the field of Molecular Acoustics.

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EU-Russia Year of Science at the Open Innovations Forum

The 3 Open Innovations Forum took place in
Moscow on 14 — 16 October 2014. The Forum

is the biggest annual event in Russia in the field

of innovation held under the auspices of the
Government of the Russian Federation. According
to the organisers, this year the Forum was attend-
ed by over 4,000 people from 57 countries, its
programme included more than 150 events. While
the theme of last year's 2013 Forum was dominat-
ed by cooperation with Europe (the Finnish and
French Prime Ministers were in attendance), the
partner country of this year's Forum was China,
with Chinese Prime Minister Li Kegiang taking part
in the main plenary session, together with Russian
Prime Minster Dmitry Medvedev.

The programme of the Forum also included a spe-
cial "EU-Russia Year of Science event” — a session
devoted to international cooperation in science
and innovation in response to global societal chal-
lenges, and in search of opportunities for future
economic growth.
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The session saw introductory interventions by the
Head of the Delegation of the European Union to
the Russian Federation Ambassador Vygaudas
Usackas, Russian Deputy Minister of Education &

Science Lyudmila Ogorodova, the Ambassador of
France to the Russian Federation Jean-Maurice
Ripert and the Ambassador of Brazil to the
Russian Federation Antonio José Vallim Guerreiro.
Presentations were made by the Chair of the
Working Group on Innovation & Modernization of
the Association of European Businesses Michael
Akim, the Director of the A.N. Bach Institute of
Biochemistry of the Russian Academy of Sciences
Vladimir Popov, the Director of the Department of
Economics, Commerce & Science of the German
Embassy to the Russian Federation Wolfgang Dik,
and the Executive Director of the N.E. Zhukovsky
Central Aerohydrodynamic Institute (TsAGI)
Sergey Chernyshev.

All speakers recognised research and innovation
as essential ingredients of any approach that
seeks to address today's global challenges and to
take advantage of the opportunities offered by glo-
balisation and they emphasised the importance of
international partnerships in these areas, for both
scientific and commercial reasons. Joint activities
in research and innovation based on the principle
of mutual benefit and aiming to solve societal
challenges should, according to the speakers, not
be unduly politicised and should continue to be
free of political turbulences. They also pointed to
the consistently constructive contribution which
cooperation in such areas as science, higher
education and culture make to overall relations
between countries. Separate discussion items
were the links between higher education and R&D
as well as barriers to international cooperation and
ways to overcome them.
